Open questions, opinions, proposals, etc
1. Opinion of the Faculties to move to a two-tier degree system (3 BSc – 2 M)

Kostas Katsambalos’ opinion: This decision does not depend of the opinion of the Faculties, this is a “political” decision to be taken by the government (Ministry of Education) of a country.

I agree to this opinion, based on the case of our university (Hungary). The country signed the Bologna agreement, and the Ministry of Education is the responsible to take this decision and to implement it for the Hungarian universities. But thinking about this, now I have a doubt: can a private university (not dependent on the government) refuse (deny) the implementation of a governmental decision in a European country? I hope the answer to this question should be negative…
2. Jean-Jacques Derwael: Inclusion in the questionnaire of a diagram or model-table to facilitate the comparison of the different curricula.

We agreed to include a pie-diagram to compare more visually the study plans of the universities. The use of the diagram can involve some practical difficulties when we send it by email. I am thinking about different solutions: Talking with Kostas in Valencia, he proposed a Microsoft Office macro as a possible solution, to be sent attached to the email containing the questionnaire. Other choice can be to design the pie diagram for example in Shockwave (and attaching it to the email too) or to place it in a Web page (but this one is less practical…). If somebody in the group has any other suggestion, or can help in the solution of this question, please contact me (us). 
I am contacting also Francisco Garcia (UPV) about their possible help in this question and I left open other choice (as a last solution), proposed also by Jean-Jacques: the use of a model table similar to the table presented by Alojz Kopacik in the workshop.
3. Norbert Bartelme: Asking, for example, about the differences between the BSc and the Master degrees in the questionnaire.
4. Jesus Reyes: One of the objectives of the WG is to stimulate (ask about) the adoption of the ECTS and the implementation of the Diploma Supplement.

I consider that this situation is similar to the 1st point (adoption of a two-tier degree system). That is, this is a governmental decision to be accepted by the educational institutions in the country. 
6. Definition of the profession in the country, skills and professional competences granted: 
These topics were included in the Work plan prepared in the Full Proposal, to be discussed in our meeting in Valencia and to be included in the questionnaire. Studies about these themes can be found in the FIG/CLGE publication “Enhancing Professional Competence of Surveyors in Europe”, edited by Stig Enemark and Paddy Prendergast in 2000.  Because of the short time for the discussions in Valencia, I did not put it in our workshop. First of all, I would like to focus on the development of the state-of-the-art of the undergraduate education related to our disciplines. Of course, if our group determines that these themes should be included in the questionnaire, we can exchange opinions about it. 
5. Jesus Reyes: Report on the survey done by FIG/CLGE

One of the first activities planned for our workshop in Valencia was the preparation of a report on the survey done by FIG/CLGE (see the “Working Group 1-Objectives.doc” file). This is the material sent by Stig Enemark for us in NOVEMBER 2002 (see point 6), containing studies written by European colleagues in themes related to our tasks. These works are very clear and detailed, and I do not think that we could enrich it with a new report. In my opinion, we can make the best of this material if we consider it a base or starting point of our activities, studying it and, for example, including or adopting some of their ideas in our questionnaire.
7. Inge Revhaug’s proposal: Creation of a „discussion group” to keep in closest contact.

I sent this proposal to the coordinator in Valencia, because this is useful not only for us but for all the WG-s. The discussion groups should be created in the central homepage of the network, to have all the opinions, proposals, solutions, etc from all the WG-s together in one place (server). I am going to inform everybody about it immediately I receive answer from Valencia
