As it was approved during the 2º Assembly in Valencia, it has been sent a questionnaire to higher education institutions that offer degrees in the fields of Geodesy, Cartography and Surveying of other countries out of Europe, with the aim of obtain the necessary information to report the study systems over the world.

· First Steps
Therefore, it has been developed the following steps:

1. At first, it has been made a compilation of the address of institutions and contact Professors from different sources:

· Throughout the collaboration of Prof. Pedro J. Cavero, Chairman of the FIG Commission on Professional Education.

· Contact lists from South America offered buy ours colleagues in Madrid.
· Links searched in the Web.

2. Secondly, we made a new and attractive format to the questionnaire, not only in English, but also in Spanish for Southamerican people. The questionnaires answered in *.doc format are easily imported by a database linked to it with a macro tool. That facilities the development and processing of the information.
3. The Questionnaires were sent to the several countries by the Net with a summary and explanation of the objectives of the EEGECS Thematic Net, and concretely the Working Group 1 questionnaires aims.

4. With a bar diagram it has been compared the number of hours/week (not in credit system) assigned to each group of subject within the national institutions. 
5. Similarly, with circular diagrams it has been contrasted the percentage associated to each group of subject from the total hours of the institution curriculum. The graphics were made comparing the number of hours / week because each country (and sometimes each institution) has a different credit system.
6. Brief analysis of the actual situation in the country and some conclusions in sight of the general features table when there was more that only one institution reported. And in sight of the graphics, it were emphasized the most important groups of subjects in each degree and the differences between the curricula.

· International Reports Problems
Some questionnaires sent were not totally completed because some curricula were not provided. So, it was necessary a revision of the curriculum in the web.

However, a special case was Chile where some institutions do not have provided the curriculum and it was not either available in the Net. Then, graphics statistics could not be done.

· Final Task

In the next days, the national report of each country will be sent to the institutions that had answered the questionnaire thanking his collaboration to this survey. Besides, all the international reports will be available to these institutions, not only the national one.
