  In the bachelor programme, every subject is in German. In the Master program, it depends on the students. If there is a sufficient number of students asking the course be done in English, and if the other students do not object, the course is being held in English.
  The ECTS equivalence is:
- In the Bachelor programme one hour corresponds to 1-2 ECTS. 
- In the Master courses one hour do have 2 ECTS.

  The bachelor programme is a fixed schedule, apart from 13 hours in total that the students can take from any other university curriculum.

  The Master program consists only of courses that are facultative. Students must take 40 hours from a given spectrum, but inside this spectrum, they are free in their choice. In addition, 5 hours can be taken from any other university curriculum.

  The high percentage of the “Others” in Geomatics Science is due in the last semester of the Master program to the diploma thesis, which has an equivalence of 30 ECTS.
