(General features of the institutions)

Surveying and Mining


  The Hogeschool Antwerpen and the University of Applied Sciences Kaho Sirt-LievenGenerally include a strong education programme in “Basics Sciences” and “Civil Engineering and Construction”. In contrast, the University of Liege is more regular and includes a significantly ECTS charge in almost all the groups of subject.
  The ECTS equivalence within institutions is:

- Hogeschool Antwerpen:

1 ECTS credit = 10 hours of lecture
1 ECTS credit = 15 hours of practical class

- University of Applied Sciences KaHo Sint-Lieven:

1·ECTS credit = 10 hours of lecture

1 ECTS credit = 30 hours of practical class

- University of Liege:

1 ECTS credit = about 10 hours of lecture

1 ECTS credit = about 15 hours of practical class

  In the Hogeschool Antwerpen the compulsory practical training in private institutions are completed during the 7-8 semester.

  In the University of Applied Sciences KaHo Sint-Lieven the compulsory practical training have duration of 3 weeks.

  In the University of Liege the practical training are not compulsory but optional.
