MC/05/11 Agenda and Minutes
The agenda was agreed and LZ was appointed to take the minutes. LZ would also prepare a short summary for IOF Council.
The minutes of meeting 1-2005 in Tuusula, Finland were approved. 
MC/05/12 Evaluation of 11th ICOM, future ICOMs
We had 45 participants from 10 countries, which was more that we had expected. The continuous translation made the programme a little bit slower, but the overall opinion of participants was surely positive. I got some positive feedback. The presentations (PPT files) are available on the MC website.
We agreed to organize the next ICOM during the WOC2007 in Ukraine.

MC/05/13 PrintTech Project
It is a continuous project, JL is the project leader. TG presented the Swiss O-Federation (SOLV) colour calibration sheet (OCAD file is downloadable) - the availability of a process colour (PMS) version of the printed sheet would have been an asset (currently, only a 4 colour (CMYK offset) simulation is available).

MC/05/14 Map Quality
What can the MC do to assure that IOF event maps are made according to the standards? How can we avoid deviations (Mushroom growing area and green houses on the WOC2005 maps) that are not communicated to the IOF? New symbols are deviations, see the Competition rules about deviation requests. We would like to help the EA sin mapping issues.
We would offer to the FOC / RC that a responsible member of MC could assist in the quality assurance of the maps and check the OCAD files for the events (taking care the secrecy issues).

MC/05/15 Map generalization
HT informed us about the Nordic Map meeting at NOC2005. Good examples. JL, Jorma Ake (FIN) and Christer Carlsson (SWE) attended the meeting together with a number of Norwegian mappers and the Norwegian map committee. We can use their experiences or ask them to help us in the project.

MC/05/16 IOF event map evaluation
We have to continue the evaluation, but it takes lot of time, so everybody must be active. The World Cup 2004 (German round) evaluation is available.

MC/05/17 ISSOM
The ISSOM is a separate standard, but there are still several references to the ISOM.
If we will have a chance to print the ISSOM2005 we may make these changes to create a totally independent standard.
We started to discuss the details.

MC05/18 Correspondence
1. JWOC2005, Switzerland
There was an unofficial sprint event. The individual map was too detailed, the course was rather a long middle distance. These are the responsibilities of the EA.
It would be useful to create a general guideline (checklist, timetable) for EAs to help them in mapping issues.
2. Uncrossable features, ISOM issues
For fairness reasons it would be useful to use the same rules in other disciplines as in the sprint (ISSOM: uncrossable features are forbidden to cross). Deal with it in the next ISOM revision.
Who is responsible for the control symbol standard (it is also a part of the map overprint)?
It should be unnecessary to differentiate between forbidden and dangerous areas.
3. WRE in Norway with 3 meters contour interval
HT - the map was originally (in the 1970ies) mapped using 3 meters contours, and it has been used and revised regularly through the years. The quality of the contours is good and the club does not want to spend the money and time to convert the contour interval to 5 meters. We suggest not to allow this organiser such a deviation in the future. WRE status should not be given for this kind of terrain in the future with a contour interval other than the standard 5 meters.

MC05/19 Any other business
1. LZ presented the budget situation. Check it after the WOC (meeting room and ICOM renting)
2. Map Clinics
a. Chile (20-25 November 2005)
If the IOF will finance the travel of the instructor(s) the MC would like to assist in the appointment of the advisor(s). We need more information: language of the course (German, Spanish, English), main topic etc.
b. Clinic in Kenya
HT has already created o-maps in Tanzania and in Kenya, he suggested a potential instructor (Jon Tvedt).
HT also suggested to contact Peo Bengtsson regarding projects in Kenya.

MC/05/20 Next meeting
It was agreed that MC would meet in 21-22 January 2006 in Finland (joint Council-Commission meeting).

You may recall that I showed you a sample of print out for laser printer 

that we are sending to all BOF Clubs.

There has been a lot of interest in British Clubs for purchasing cheap laser 

printers for Club maps. The BOF Map Group were concerned that they did not 

waste their money. We have prepared the attached files for them to use to 

test their printers.

The most interesting for me is the Line Quality file.  If the machine cannot 

produce the line widths we require then it is a waste of money.

You may care to try this for yourselves. I suggest that you print it using 

your ordinary paper and a sheet of photographic paper.  This mentioned in 

the document as well as the need to look at the results in daylight.

The colour file is interesting is only for the printer to make sure that 

they can via the OCAD colour table produce the correct colours for that 

particular machine.

How do we cater for maps used for night orienteering?

Dear Laszlo

I have finished Czech translation ISSOM2005. But we, Czech map committee and me, have still one question. 

In the picture with symbol 106 is value (0.37) without information in text. Is it value for very steep but passable earth bank, or is it possible value for better contrast (readability), or is it mistake?
 

Comparing with ISOM2000 we've left the last sentence in symbol 106: "The line width of very high earth banks may be 0.25 mm.", so the value in parentheses (0.37) is meaningless in ISSOM2005. The solution:
a. Delete the (0.37) value and the thicker sample of the illustration.
b. Add the sentence from ISOM2000 (change the value from 0.25 to 0.37).
I suggest the b. alternative.
 


We think they are some mistakes in the pictures in chapter 6 Precise definition of symbols. It is missing high value for symbol 538. For symbols 115 (it is wrong named by cross symbol) and 313 may be better add new picture for semicircle with the same parameters as by symbols 312 and 418. We think that value 3.75 for symbols 522, 524, 533 and 534 is possible accept as reference or expected value.

538: They're right. I suggest 1.5 for the height value (I've checked the original file).
115: Yes, it is the U symbol - we have to change it.
We have space for a separate illustrations for 115, 313
I don't understand clearly their last sentence: they probably refer to the opportunity to slightly change the distance between the main tags to beautify the line symbol (if this was their intention I'm against to mention it in the specification).
 

I suggest to add these changes to the errata and also add what Havard suggested previously (and I forgot to correct):
"This is strange!!!
The with of the stairs symbol shall always be 0.07mm in the ISSOM.  The 0.14 must be ment only for the edge of paved
areas in "forests".
The illustration (and explanation) for 529.1 will have to be changed."

3.3 Dimensions of map symbols 
No deviations from the given dimensions within these specifications are permitted. It is however accepted that due to limitations in printing technology the final map symbol dimensions may vary up to +/-5%. 

Dimensions in this book are given at the printed scale of 1:5 000 and 1:4’000. 
All line widths and symbol dimensions must be kept strictly to their specified value. Certain minimum dimensions must also be observed. These are based on both printing technology and the need for legibility. 

MINIMUM DIMENSIONS 

1. • The gap between two fine lines of the same colour, in brown or black: 0.15 mm 

2. • The smallest gap between two blue lines: 0.25 mm 

3. • Shortest dotted line: at least two dots 

4. • Shortest dashed line: at least two dashes 

5. • Smallest area enclosed by a dotted line: 1.5 mm (diameter) with 5 dots 

6. • Smallest area of colour
Blue, green, grey or yellow full colour: 0.5 mm2
Black dot screen: 0.5 mm2
Blue, green or yellow dot screen: 1.0 mm2

All features smaller than the dimensions above must be either exaggerated or omitted, depending on whether or not they are of significance to the orienteer. When a feature is enlarged, neighbouring features must be dis​placed so that the correct relative positions are maintained.

The Map Commission is definitely suggest to use only one shade of brown. The 

reason of the flexibility was only to choose the best contrast. So we don't 

want to allow different shades of brown for different surfaces (it is only 

the level of IOF events, on your national level you have a right for 

national specification).

Terrains : 

All the terrains and arenas are confirmed by the organiser.

SPRINT :

Qualifications : 2 days model event ON THE MAP of Gergovie (under embargo until then)

Final : nice mixed terrain (park – rocks – forest – physical terrain on a slope) – good conditions for price giving ceremony

MD :

Qualifications : part of the map very technical. Good support of local sponsors.

Final : very technical map. Spectators control possible at the end. 

LD : 

Fantastic terrain, very technical.

Start far away from the arena. 

The lenght of the final will certainly be not longer than 13000 m (M) or 8000 (W). 

Problem to be solve very soon : scale of LD. See addendum. 

Last controls and finish in the theme park Vulcania, open to visitors (spectators) on a saturday.

RELAY :

Terrain not similar as usually expected for relays ... Much more complicated and with a lot of small details. Very technical and interesting area.

Good localisation of the arena for the spectators. A lot of spectators expected due to the french national event (1500 to 2000 participants) : both arenas are on the same localisation and participants from the national event will have to walk only 200 meters to see the relay. The french national event is beginning earlier than usually in order to have more spectators ..

Maps : 

Final MD and Relay : good quality of the first draft. Nice work in a very difficult terrain. A lot of places have to be checked.

LD : big part of work is done

Qualification MD : to be done soon (before snow ..)

Qualification Sprint : new version coming (not a big work)

Final Sprint : to be done in spring

Courses : 

Model event MD, LD and Relay : at least one day model event is planned for each event

Further-more, during the week, similar maps as used for MD, LD or Relay will be available for the teams (no controls in the forest)

The planners will have to send the courses during spring to the EA. 

The work is expected not later than May, 1st.

‘Control’ will be done during June or July by the EA (one week in Auvergne)

Bulletin 2 : 

Bulletin 2 will be finalised soon : send in Oktober 2005. 

Contact will be taken with Roger Aerts (Anti doping) by EA

Event Center : 

Accommodation (categories B and C) and event center : same place. Participants will take full board. Reservation possible by day and by participant. 

Also possibility for A class (hotel ***) very close to the event center.

D class (with cooking possibilities) in bungalow.

Organization :

Very good cooperation between the national french federation (FFCO) and the local league (Ligue d’Auvergne). 

The ‘Ligue d’Auvergne’ has also to organise 2 big open O events (day of LD and day of Relay)

Around 90 volunteers will have to be contacted as soon as possible for the WC organization. This will be a fantastic but difficult challenge for a small league. 

Support of other french leagues is possible and needded ...

The WC Final will of course have a strong support from the french national league. The FFCO has very good knowledge of big event organisations and will assure most of the administration as well as a big part of the work during the WC week.

Big meeting between all the organisators (FFCO and local league) is planned soon.

A lot of work has to be done : a serious organization chart has to be prepared during the next meeting.

Questions will be asked as soon as possible to the organiser (to the WC manager) by the EA about several points as ‘logistics’, ‘software’, ‘arenas organisation’, ‘timing’, ... 

Addendum on report (Eric Hully)

concern : scale map for long distance

 

1°) after my first visit (november 2004) I have had contact with Marcel Schiess and Frauke Schmitt about the scale of the LD

2°) conclusions given where : 

Thomas Gloor made a visit in France and says that “the terrain can be mapped in 1:15000 with some minor adaptations”

I totaly aggree with the fact that this area MAY BE MAPPED on 1:15000. (It’s something else to run on it at that scale ...)
Frauke send me a mail in January after the FOC meeting. Conclusions of FOC and Map Commission where to insist on a 1:15000 map on the LD. A possible application for a rule deviation will not be approved.

3°) in september, IOF received (via Sue Harvey) a email from Neil Dobbs (from Ireland). His opinion was that the 1:10000 scale would be in application (and also, he says, opinion from runners who has run in this area (coming from Switzerland, France, Norway and Belgium). He says reasons are "a fairer competition and to get the most out of this fabulous terrain and enjoy ourselves".

I absolutely aggree with this ...

4°) I made a second visit last week. I spend hours in the terrain and discussed a lot with the mapper (Roger Taillebois who lives there), with Michel Devrieux (directeur technique national) and with the LD planner (Alain Antoine). 

The unanimous opinion is always that the 1:10000 is necessary in order to make a good race in this fantastic area ...

I would resume my opinion like this :

- 1:15000 scale is perfect for the last 1,5 km (the arrival in Vulcania) : the last 7 or 8 minutes of the competition will take place on a “continental terrain”

- 1:15000 scale is possible for 30 % of the LD

- 1:15000 scale will be very difficult (even with a special magnifying glass !) during 40 % of the LD  

- 1:15000 scale will oblige the mapper to cancel a lot of interesting details in at least 20 % of the map ... and that will bring a not so interesting navigation and anyway no fun for the runners.

 

Conclusion :

The organiser ask for a deviation on that rule and I entirely support this point of vue.

3. World Cup, Italy sprint events.

I was continuously informed by the Hungarian mapper, we discussed the 

mapping questions, but I don't want to act officially as the MC chairman.

In the sprint events (model, selection, final) the organizers consistently 

use a special deviation (which was mentioned in the Bulletin 4):

The contour interval was 2.5 m, but on the built up area (too steep slope): 

only main contour lines were indicated on maps (not each 2,5 m). In my 

interpretation it is a deviation, but I'm really curious for the runner's 

feedback.

Attached you can find the scanned sprint final map. It was not easy to see 

the last control on the map, but as I know well the runners were satisfied 

with the map (it was raining - Am I right, Sergio?).

Dear all,

I still want to refuse the request for map scale deviation.

As I have stated before, the courses must be adapted to the

terrain (and map). The most intricate areas are probably

not suited for international orienteering, as defined in

the ISOM2000, and should be avoided.

Orienteering is about running, and should not be turned into

a maze puzzle.

Some people like extremely technical walking orienteering,

but that should not, in my opinion (and in ISOM200s

"opinion"), be a part of an international orienteering

competition. Certainly not a WOC or WC event.

Regarding map evaluation. I am still waiting for the WOC2005 maps... :-)

WC Italy, Sprint.

I did not like the solution of keeping only the index contours

in the town.  I have observed on the WWW that a Norwegian girl

(Mariann Andersen) was number 3 before the leg that crossed the

"top of the town".

She did not realise from the map that the top was so high, due

to the missing contours and opted for the direct route. She

lost a lot of time (~1 minute), and perhaps her calm to secure

a top position...

It would have been interesting to se the alternative (a version

with contours).

Regarding the test print.  You could also consider using

something from the ISOM2000 testprint that we have been using

thus far.

Dear all,

it is true, we had very bad weather during the sprint final (as well as 

during the middle, both semi-final and final, and during the long), simple 

bad weather during the other competitions.

As a member of the IOF commision I did not want to be involved in the 

approval process of the maps. However I asked the commission some deviation, 

without obtaining any answer. I don't think that using the index contours 

only in some part of the map is a formal deviation. However I agree that it 

would have been better to have some more contours, but this is impossible 

with the rules approved by the commission while the 2.5 contours would have 

been too many in the build-up area. The only deviation, as far as I know, 

autonomously taken by the mapper, is the thickness of the stair symbol, 0.07 

rather than 0.14 (in the rules the thickess of the stair symbol is different 

from that of the sidewalk step, and this is strange since the stairs are 

nothing else than a sequence of  steps).

For what concerns the ability of the runners to understand the direction of 

the stairs I made an enquire at the Park World Tour last year in Puglia (I 

send the results to all of you), were the stairs were not so steep and in 

some case it was really difficult to understand the direction of the stairs 

from the map (if I recall well the contours were at 5 m.). Most runners 

answered that they did not have any problem and that, in any case, it wasn't 

so important. This was a surprise for me and I realized that my proposal of 

a different symbol (an arrow pointing in the upward direction of the stair) 

was probably unnecessary.

Laszlo, please write for me the address to which I can mail the Canada maps 

(I asked this to you already).
